e Help for you to find work or training opportunities, using links to local Jobcentre Plus
offices and training providers

The services available to you will depend on your local area. At many children's centres you
can:
e See a dentist, dietician or physiotherapist
e Visit the 'stop smoking' clinic
o Get faster access to expert advice, support and short-term breaks if your child has
learning difficulties or disabilities
o Talk to Citizens Advice
e Take parenting classes
e Improve your English if it is not your first language - with someone from your own
culture
