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SEL Inclisiran Initiation Checklist 							
A Tool for primary care when considering initiating and administering inclisiran   
Please complete before seeking advice and guidance from a lipid specialist.

By seeking advice and guidance for the initiation of inclisiran, the GP may receive a recommendation to initiate inclisiran in primary care. If the GP is unable to initiate inclisiran following advice and guidance, a referral to the specialist clinic should be completed instead of the inclisiran initiation checklist form.

Patient suitability for inclisiran 1. Does the patient have a CVD history? (Tick all that apply)
· Acute Coronary Syndrome (ACS), e.g. NSTEMI/STEMI or Coronary Heart Disease (CHD), e.g. angina
· Previous coronary/arterial revascularisation, e.g. PCI/CABG
· Ischaemic stroke/transient ischaemic attack (TIA)
· Peripheral arterial disease (PAD)

If none of the above apply – inclisiran is not indicated 



2. Review cholesterol levels 
· Is LDL-C ≥2.6mmol/L?  Enter result here……………………………………. and attach lipid profile results: include triglycerides, LDL, HDL cholesterol, total cholesterol and non-HDL cholesterol and dates of test results
Check LFTs: add full liver function test profile and dates of test results

If LDL-C < 2.6mmol/L – inclisiran is not indicated 




3. Consider inclisiran only if the patient 
· Has tried maximum tolerated dose of a high intensity statin such as atorvastatin 80mg or rosuvastatin 40mg (20mg for patients of Asian origin) for at least 3 months - if statin intolerant see section 4)
· Is adherent to oral lipid lowering therapies and lifestyle interventions.
· Is not known to be hypersensitive to inclisiran and its excipients – see SPC 






4. Discuss with the patient 
· The risks and benefits of inclisiran therapy with your patient to support a shared decision. (See SEL Lipid Optimisation Pathway)
· Statin intolerance (if relevant)- have you followed a pathway to explore this with the patient? (See SEL Lipid Optimisation Pathway or NHSE/ACC Statin intolerance pathway) 
· The need for injections at least every 6 months with this therapy (initial dose is repeated at 3 months and 9 months in first year- then 6 monthly thereafter) and can attend regular appointments for inclisiran. Consider housebound status or oxygen therapy.
· Highlight that all side effects should be reported to a healthcare professional.
